• Thursdays – Free 10 week Solihull Parenting Courses 9:30 – 11:15 (with 

crèche) at Trinity Church in Thorpe Marriott. Infant feeding café running every 
first Thursday of the month from 12-2 at Trinity Church 

 
• Fridays – Free Stay and Play sessions at Taverham Village Hall 1:30 -2:30 
 
• Daily - Family Support Worker available for outreach / 1:1 work in the 

community 
 
From January we shall be offering Tiny Talk through the Children's Centre and 
during holidays we will continue to run commissioned services such as 
Community Music East, Kiddy Cook and MAD Academy (Music and Dance).
